GUIDELINES

Coshocton Foundation requirements are underlined.

1.
Description
One scholarship grant shall be awarded each year to a graduating senior at River View High School and one scholarship grant shall be awarded each year to a graduating senior at Coshocton High School.  The intent of the scholarships is that they be awarded to students who might otherwise not have the opportunity to attend college.  Home schooled students who can meet the following requirements are also invited to apply for this award.
2. Eligibility

a.
In order to qualify, applicants must meet the following criteria and submit:


(1)       Completed, approved application form (the standard Coshocton 

                       Foundation Scholarship Application)              
(2)
Copy of letter of acceptance from an accredited degree or certificate granting institution;

(3)
Copy of high school transcript or equivalent record of academic performance *Indicating a Grade Point Average of a minimum of 3.0

(4)       Wallet-sized photo (senior picture excellent)

(5)       Details of service to school and community;
(6)   
Evidence of a strong ability and expectation to complete the chosen course of study;

(7)       Evidence of good moral character; and,
(8)      Information of financial need. This can be in paragraph form detailing the family’s financial situation.  Additional information may be requested of applicants from the scholarship selection committee.

Amount

Each award will be $2,500.00.

Deadline

Completed applications are to be submitted by March 1, to the appropriate high school guidance office or other area designated by the school for scholarship application submission. Home schooled students may submit completed applications to the Coshocton Foundation, P.O. Box 55, Coshocton, Ohio 43812.
General

Payment(s) of grant will be made directly to the school of choice, with the understanding that, in those instances when scholarship exceeds the total actual annual normal expenses billed by the institution, the excess will be retained by or returned to the Foundation.

Payments under this scholarship can be made only to institutions or organizations which qualify for charitable deductions under rules of the Internal Revenue Service.

A copy of a tuition statement from the college must be submitted to the Coshocton Foundation before payment of scholarship award will be made.
