DEREWECKI SCIENCE GRANT
GUIDELINES
Note:  requirements in addition to standard 

Coshocton Foundation requirements are underlined.

Description
One scholarship grant shall be awarded to a graduating senior at Coshocton High School, River View High School, Ridgewood High School or the Coshocton County Career Center who intends to pursue a college major in the “hard” sciences, which are defined as: engineering, computer science, physics, mathematics, chemistry, biology, astronomy, geology, earth science, environmental science.
Eligibility

In order to qualify, applicants must meet the following criteria and submit:

(1)
Completed, approved application form (the standard Coshocton Foundation Scholarship Application)

(2)
Copy of letter of acceptance from an accredited degree or certificate granting institution

(3)
Copy of high school transcript of grades or equivalent record of academic performance
(4)
Wallet-size photo of applicant (senior picture excellent)
(5)
Statement of intention to pursue a career in the sciences, including engineering, computer science, physics, mathematics, chemistry, biology, astronomy, geology, earth science, environmental science.

Statement that student is NOT a member of the National Honor Society and understand that he or she will be required to forfeit the scholarship if inducted into National Honor Society before graduating from high school
(7)
Summary of something applicant has built or created – for instance, a piece of sample software code, a woodworking project, art project, “souped-up” hotrod, home-built Segway, robot that rakes the leaves, etc, the goal of this requirement is to provide an opportunity to “show off” something about which the applicant is passionate.
Amount

The award amount is $2,000.

Deadline
Completed applications are to be submitted by March 1, to the appropriate high school guidance office or other area designated by the school for scholarship application submission. 

General
Payment(s) of grant will be made directly to the school of choice, with the understanding that, in those instances when scholarship exceeds the total actual annual normal expenses billed by the institution, the excess will be retained by or returned to the Foundation.

Payments under this scholarship can be made only to institutions or organizations which qualify for charitable deductions under rules of the Internal Revenue Service.

A copy of a tuition statement from the college must be submitted to the Coshocton Foundation before payment of scholarship award will be made.
