Description
This scholarship grant shall be awarded each year to a graduating senior from any of Coshocton County’s high schools who meets the Eligibility requirements listed below.

Eligibility

In order to qualify, applicants must meet the following criteria and submit:

(1)
Completed, approved application form (the standard Coshocton Foundation Scholarship Application)

(2)
Copy of letter of acceptance from an accredited degree or certificate granting institution

(3)
Copy of high school transcript of grades or equivalent record of academic performance indicating a minimum Grade Point Average of 2.5
(4)       Wallet-sized photo (senior picture excellent)
(5)
Proof of Plans to pursue a career in the field of agriculture, including but not limited to: Agronomy; Engineering; Animal Husbandry; Horticulture; Landscape Architecture and Veterinary Science
(6)
Award priority is to be given to students of a high school Future Farmers of America organization, with further priority given to students of Ridgewood Local School District’s FFA
(6)
A statement indicating the desire to obtain their degree and return to Coshocton County or the immediate surrounding area to work in their chosen Field. 
Amount

The award amount is significant but will be determined, and the number of awards is decided upon by the selection committee, based upon the number and the quality of the applications submitted. 
Deadline

Completed applications are to be submitted by March 1, to the appropriate high school guidance office or other area designated by the school for scholarship application submission. 

General
Payment(s) of grant will be made directly to the school of choice, with the understanding that, in those instances when scholarship exceeds the total actual annual normal expenses billed by the institution, the excess will be retained/returned to the Foundation

Payments under this scholarship can be made only to institutions or organizations which qualify for charitable deductions under rules of the Internal Revenue Service.

A copy of a tuition statement from the college must be submitted to the Coshocton Foundation before payment of scholarship award will be made.
